Bede spent his life at Wearmouth-Jarrow, which had  rich cultural contacts with
continental Europe and which Bede helped make  great center of learning. A dedicated
teacher, Bede mastered  Greek, Latin, mathematics,  astronomy and  music. He

wrote erudite [erjudait] commentaries on (the Holy) Scriptures inspired by the Latin fathers.
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Renowned as _ most learned man in eighth-century Europe and _ author of _ first
English history to be written by __ Englishman, the Venerable Bede was the personification of
the golden age of Anglo-Saxon Britain. His book on the early church history of England gives
___vivid panorama of ___ saints and warlords, hermits and holy men who dominated _ dawn
of Christianity in Anglo-Saxon England.
